11 9 Now when Job’s three friends heard of all
this evil that was come upon him, they came every
one from his own place; Eliphaz the Temanite,
and Bildad the Shuhite, and Zophar the Naamath-
ite: for they had made an appointment together

to come to mourn with him and to comfort him.
12 And when they lifted up their eyes afar off, and

knew him not, they lifted up their voice, and wept;
and they rent every one his mantle, and sprinkled
dust upon their heads toward heaven. 13 So they

4 He is wise in heart, and
mighty in strength: who hath hardened himself
against him, and hath prospered? 3> Which re-
moveth the mountains, and they know not: which
overturneth them in his anger. 6 Which shaketh
the earth out of her place, and the pillars thereof
tremble. 7 Which commandeth the sun, and it
riseth not; and sealeth up the stars. 8 Which alone
spreadeth out the heavens, and treadeth upon

money, and every one an earring of gold. 12So the
LORD blessed the latter end of Job more than his
beginning: for he had fourteen thousand sheep,
and six thousand camels, and a thousand yoke
of oxen, and a thousand she asses.
